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Department of Computer Engineering, GCET, organized a one-day industrial visit to BISAG 

(Bhaskaracharya Institute for Space Applications and Geo-Informatics) on 12th March 2025 

for the students of 2nd year Computer Engineering and Computer Science and Design. A total 

of 42 students participated in this visit. 

The objective of this industrial visit was to provide students with first-hand exposure to real-

world industrial settings and operations. Mr. Jayesh Makwana guided the students throughout 

the visit. 

In the first session, Mr. Jayesh Makwana provided a brief overview of BISAG’s functions 

and explained how the institute contributes to solving various challenges related to land, 

health, education, and other government sectors. The students then visited one of the 

recording and broadcasting studios, where they learned about the process of recording and 

airing educational programs. He also elaborated on the Gujarat SATCOM Network, which 

facilitates seamless interaction and communication for development and education activities 

across the state. Additionally, he explained the role of BISAG in VANDE GUJARAT (Video 

Audio Network for Development and Education). 

In the second session, he discussed the utilization of remote sensing and GIS applications, 

emphasizing their role in planning and development at the grassroots level. He further 

explained how these technologies are instrumental in monitoring and managing various 

sectors, including agriculture, land resources, and water resources. The students then attended 
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an interactive presentation on satellite mapping and GPS-GIS mapping systems, which 

included working models, images, and videos for better understanding. 

The final session was conducted by Mr. Siddarth Patel, Training and Placement Officer, who 

provided insights into the various projects currently underway at BISAG and the free training 

opportunities available for students interested in internships. He also discussed emerging 

industries and future opportunities in the GIS and remote sensing domain. Moreover, he 

highlighted BISAG’s collaboration with ISRO on the PM Gati Shakti project, a visionary 

initiative led by Prime Minister Narendra Modi for India’s infrastructural advancement and 

development. 

The session concluded on an interactive note, with students actively engaging in discussions 

and asking insightful questions about their learnings from the visit. 
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
